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Cocoa trees were first brought to Taiwan from Indonesia by the Japanese when they ruled the
island. But, the Japanese could not overcome the difficulties in growing the crop. It was not until
about 20 years ago that Taiwanese farmers succeeded in growing the tropical plant.

Thanks to modern techniques, local farmers in Pingtung (5£E57) are able to produce better-quality
beans that can be made into fine chocolate. In order to promote chocolate industry, local chocolate
makers have also created new flavors of chocolate such as tea, fruit, and pepper for the past few years.

Starting in 2016, this newly emerging cocoa industry in Pingtung went on to win international fame.

In years 2018 and 2019, Taiwanese chocolate makers won numerous top prizes in the International

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Early this year, a new coronavirus (3775 %E) caused the rapid spread of the Coronavirus
Disease 2019 (COVID-19). Many countries began practicing “social distancing” to prevent infection
spread by increasing the space between people. All over the world, social distancing brought about
changes in people’s ways of living, learning, and working.

Lifestyle changes due to social distancing affected almost everyone. People avoided crowded
places and unnecessary traveling.
